Key guidelines for authors of papers for 
the 11th International Brown Coal Mining Congress, titled:

“BROWN COAL TRANSFORMATION”
· The volume of the paper should not exceed 1 publishing sheet (ca. 8 pages in the A4 format).

· The text should be written in a continuous fashion, using a 12 pt Times New Roman font, with a 1.5 line leading.
· The article should have an appropriate structure (recommended for scientific articles) marked with numbered sections (eg Abstract, 1. Introduction, 2. Research methods, 
3. Research results, 4. Discussions, 5. Conclusions, bibliography).
· The paper should be submitted electronically (in doc or docx format), with drawings, tables and charts inserted in the final form. These elements should be referenced in the text. Maximum dimensions of drawings and tables: 13 x 19 cm.
· Source files of drawings, charts (in cdr, jpg, tif or other editable formats) and tables (in doc or docx format) should be sent together with the article. 
· The article should be provided with a bibliography, a list of source materials which were cited in the article and footnotes. In addition, it is possible to include the source of financing the article (e.g. project, research work, research work - depending on the needs or requirements).

The following should be attached to the base text:

·     Affiliations of authors, i.e.: department, school, city, company name, 
·      Title of paper in Polish and English,

·      Abstract in Polish and English (15-20 lines),

·      Keywords in Polish and English,

·      Filled statement on the attached form.
